Followers of Legalism disagreed
with the moral preaching of Confcius
Legalists also rejected Daoism because It
didntstress respect for authorty.

Legalists fel that society needed strict
laws 10 keep people 1n line and that pun-
ishments should fit crimes. For example,
they believed that ciizens should be held
fesponsible for each others conduct. A
guilty person’s relanives and neighbors
should also be punished. This way, cvery-
one would obey the faws.

Unity and effciency were also impor-
tant to Legalists. They wanted appointed
offictals, not nobles, o run China. Legalists
wanted the empite to continue o expand.
Therefore, they urged the state to always
be prepared for war.

Confucianism, Daosm, and Legalism
competed for followers. All three beliefs
became popular, but the Legalists were
the first 1o put their ideas into practice
throughout China.
